For what integers is it true? For what real numbers is it true? If we
expand the universe for which we are considering a statement about a
variable, does this always increase the size of the statment’s truth set?

. Using s(x,y,z) to be the statement z = yz and ¢(x,y) to be the
statement x < y, write a formal statement for the definition of the
greatest common divisor of two numbers.

. Rewrite the following statement without any negations: It is not the
case that there exists an integer n such that n > 0 and for all integers
m > n, for every polynomial equation p(x) = 0 of degree m there are
no real numbers for solutions.
